     The 46th Annual Charlotte Concerned Bikers Association Swap Meet & Bike Show  is coming up this 
month on November 9th & 10th (see flyer).  Charlotte is the oldest (& 1st) CBA chapter in the state and has 
been putting this swap meet on every year for nearly their entire existence.  Now that you can purchase just 
about everything online, swap meets seem to be a thing of the past but Charlotteôs is a lot more than a swap 
meet.  Granted itôs a place to shop but you meet new friends, see old friends, participate in a great bike show 
and hear great music plus the Best Wet T-Shirt Contest and the ñBest Bunsò Contest that usually goes on at 
a swap meet.  By the way those contest pay $500 to the winner.  The money raised from this swap meet 
goes to further the fight for fair legislation exactly what is vital to motorcyclists in our state.  Gaston does the 
same thing with the runs that we hold throughout the year because the money we raise helps us to continue 
to fight for you.  All the area groups that do events for charity is a good thing but if you canôt ride your bike 
where you want to ride, wear the motorcycle clothing you want to wear or customize your bike the way you 
want to etc.,  do you think you would enjoy the ride as much?  We never want to be put into a box and events 
like the swap meet and our runs help to change laws that will benefit us or prevent legislators from enacting 
laws that will hurt us.  And for your information, we do not see grass law as ñdeadò because we plan on trying 
again in the next long session of the general assembly. You need to contact your legislators now and ask 
them to please help us with this fight in the next session.  The fight begins long before the general assembly 
goes back into session. We also want to see a national profiling law passed.   Just about every SMROôs 
(state motorcycle rights organizations) are working on this so you will be hearing more about this soon.  We 
seldom see that problem in Gaston County but there are states where the LEOôs will profile you if you are on 
a motorcycle and especially if you are wearing colors.  You should not be profiled against if you are wearing a 
certain vest if you have done nothing wrong. 

     The Annual CBA/ABATE of NC Awards Banquet will be held on November 16th at the Village Inn Event 
Center, 6205 Ramada Dr., Clemmons NC 27012. Tickets are $25 each (this includes your meal) and can be 
ordered online on the CBA website at: cba-abatenc.org.
